From a diverse field that includes private residences, public buildings, multi-family housing and intimate interiors, the architectural jury honors those projects that excel in design excellence. The awards were presented on November 30th, at Fess Parker’s Doubletree. Fifty three submissions competed, and ultimately 10 were selected for the prestigious and coveted awards.

The Jury looked for projects that lifted the spirit, sustained natural resources and enhanced the environment. Rob Wellington Quigley, FAIA said, “The quality of multi-family housing were some of the best I have ever seen.”
